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Nature of Man / Newness of Life

1. Condemned in Darkness Already

John 3:19-21

18 He that believeth on him is not condemned: but he
that believeth not is condemned alread?/, because he
hath not believed in the name of the only begotten
Son of God.

19 And this is the condemnation, that light is come into
the world, and men loved darkness rather than light,
because their deeds were evil.

20 For every one that doeth evil hateth the Ii%ht, neither
cometh to the light, lest his deeds should be
reproved.

21 But he that doeth truth cometh to the light, that his

deeds may be made manifest, that they are wrought
in God.

2. Turn From Darkness to Light

Acts 26:18

18 To open their eyes, and to turn them
from darkness to light, and from the
power of Satan unto God, that they may
receive forgiveness of sins, and
inheritance among them which are
sanctified by faith that is in me.




3. Let Your Light Shine
Before Others
Matthew 5:14-16
14 Ye are the light of the world. A city that is
set on an hill cannot be hid.

15 Neither do men light a candle, and put it
under a bushel, but on a candlestick; and it
giveth light unto all that are in the house.

16 Let your light so shine before men, that they

may see your good works, and glorify your
Father which is in heaven.
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Believers Perspective of Darkness

Ephesians 5:11-12

11 And have no fellowship with the
unfruitful works of darkness, but rather
reprove them.

12 For it is a shame even to speak of

those things which are done of them in
secret.




1. The Dividing Courage

Psalms 27:1

1 The LORD is my light and my salvation;
whom shall | fear? the LORD is the
strength of my life; of whom shall | be
afraid?

2. The Divided Person

Matthew 6:22-33

22 The light of the body is the eye: if therefore thine eye be single, thy
whole body shall be full of light.

23 But if thine eye be evil, thy whole body shall be full of darkness. If
therefore the light that is in thee be darkness, how great is that
darkness!

24 No man can serve two masters: for either he will hate the one, and
love the other; or else he will hold to the one, and despise the
other. Ye cannot serve God and mammon.

25 Therefore | saﬁ unto you, Take no thought for your life, what ye
shall eat, or what ye shall drink; nor yet for your body, what ye
shall put on. Is not the life more than meat, and the body than
raiment?

26 Behold the fowls of the air: for they sow not, neither do they reap,
nor gather into barns; yet your heavenly Father feedeth them. Are
ye not much better than they?

2. The Divided Person

Matthew 6:22-33

27 Which of you by taking thought can add one cubit unto his
stature?

28 And why take ye thought for raiment? Consider the lilies of the
field, how they grow; they toil not, neither do they spin:

29 And yet | say unto you, That even Solomon in all his glory was not
arrayed like one of these.

30 Wherefore, if God so clothe the grass of the field, which to day is,
and to morrow is cast into the oven, shall he not much more clothe
you, O ye of little faith?

31 Therefore take no thought, saying, What shall we eat? or, What
shall we drink? or, Wherewithal shall we be clothed?

32 (For after all these things do the Gentiles seek:%for your heavenly
Father knoweth that ye have need of all these things.

33 But seek ye first the kingdom of God, and his righteousness; and
all these things shall be added unto you.




3A. The Dividing Issue

1 Timothy 5:19-21, 24-25

19 Against an elder receive not an accusation, but before
two or three witnesses.

20 Them that sin rebuke before all, that others also may
fear.

21 | charge thee before God, and the Lord Jesus Christ,
and the elect angels, that thou observe these things
without preferring one before another, doing nothing by
partiality.

24 Some men's sins are open beforehand, going before to
judgment; and some men they follow after.

25 Likewise also the good works of some are manifest
beforehand; and they that are otherwise cannot be hid.

3B. Process of Rebuke

Matthew 18:15-17

15 Moreover if thy brother shall trespass against thee,
go and tell him his fault between thee and him alone:
if he shall hear thee, thou hast gained thy brother.

16 But if he will not hear thee, then take with thee one
or two more, that in the mouth of two or three
witnesses every word may be established.

17 And if he shall neglect to hear them, tell it unto the
church: but if he neglect to hear the church, let him
be unto thee as an heathen man and a publican.

4. The Dividing Mark

Romans 16:17

17 Now | beseech you, brethren, mark
them which cause divisions and
offences contrary to the doctrine which
ye have learned; and avoid them.
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Reproving Represents God's Sovereignty

Ephesians 5:13-14

13 But all things that are reproved are
made manifest by the light: for
whatsoever doth make manifest is light.

14 Wherefore he saith, Awake thou that
sleepest, and arise from the dead, and
Christ shall give thee light.

1. No Darkness in God

1John 1:5-7

5 This then is the message which we have
heard of him, and declare unto you, that God
is light, and in him is no darkness at all.

6 If we say that we have fellowship with him,
and walk in darkness, we lie, and do not the
truth:

7 But if we walk in the light, as heis in the light,
we have fellowship one with another, and the
blood of Jesus Christ his Son cleanseth us
from all sin.




2. Burning Lights Indicate
Readiness for Jesus

Luke 12:35-36

35 Let your loins be girded about, and
your lights burning;

36 And ye yourselves like unto men that
wait for their lord, when he will return
from the wedding; that when he cometh
and knocketh, they may open unto him
immediately.
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
